· Rick Valentine spoke of the current status of the Minnesota Assistance Council for Veterans. This organization helps veterans at risk to keep their homes. The funding by the state for this program has been cut in half with current funding expected to run out by 1 Jul 09. Rick advocated that members continue to write letters to their legislators for continued support and thanked the AFA for our help in the past.
